Visitors from Egypt Visit Vermont to Discuss Science Education in VT and the U.S.

Burlington, VT, June 30, 2011-- The Vermont Council on World Affairs is pleased to announce the coming visit of a delegation of six from Egypt from July 11 to July 29.  The delegation consists of science educators and administrators representing both schools and the Egyptian government.  Their visit to Vermont has been arranged by the Vermont Council of World Affairs under the sponsorship of the International Visitor Leadership Program of the U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs.  

The focus of the delegation's visit to the Vermont is to explore how the U.S. system of education is organized and to examine  best practices in curricula development and classroom instruction.  The delegates will also survey methods of teacher training and evaluations, as well as how to accelerate student learning in specific subjects, especially for students from diverse backgrounds.  

During their stay in Vermont, the delegation will seek appointments with administrators from local area institutions such as the Vermont Science Initiative, Vermont Science Teachers Association, the ECHO Lake Aquarium and Science Center, and Shelburne Farms.  The delegation will also participate in local attractions such as a tour on Lake Champlain with the Spirit of Ethan Allen and a tour of Morse Farm Sugar Works.  In addition, the visitors will have an opportunity to experience American culture and hospitality firsthand by joining a VCWA member for an authentic Vermont meal.

The goals of this program are to exchange and share expertise on science education and administration, and as with all of the Department of State's exchange programs, to promote mutual understand between the people of the United States and the people of Egypt.
